The First Converts in Europe
Acts 16:11-40

1.In this section we have three conversions of
completely different people. Why do you think
Luke decided to only write about these three?
2.Read over the conversions of the three people in
this section. What were they told they must do to
be saved? What action did they immediately
take?
3.Verse 13 - notice where Paul, Silas, and Luke go
first. Why do you think they picked this spot first?
4.Compare the slave girl and Lydia before their
conversion and the difference in which Paul
interacts with them. What do Paul’s tactics teach
us?
5.Verse 14 - God opened Lydia’s heart and she
believed. Have you experienced something like
this before? Have you seen it happen to others?
Discuss.
6.Have you ever had a direct encounter with the
demonic? If so, what did you do?
7.Why is the owner of the slave girl so upset?
Notice how her conversion has consequences for
other people. What is the motivation for their
anger? Discuss how conversions of people impact
others and how they have responded.
8.Paul and Silas are singing after they get beaten
for delivering a girl from slavery and the demonic.
How do you think you would respond under such
pressure?
9.What led the jailer to believe?
10.When Lydia and the jailer convert, their entire
household is baptized. Talk about what you think
that means in light of individuals needing to
decide to become Christians.
11.Why do you think Paul insists on a public apology
(v37)?
12.Read Luke 6:20-36 (written down after the
events that happened here in Acts) and compare
it to how Paul and Silas responded to
persecution.
13.Seeing how Paul leads three different people to
Christ, how might you adjust how you share the
gospel with people in your life? Take time to pray
for specific people by name.
